The Singapore Flyer is an observation wheel 
at the Downtown Core district of Singapore. 
Officially opened on 15 April 2008, it has 28 
air-conditioned capsules, each able to acco-
mmodate 28 passengers, and incorporates a 
three-story terminal building.The flyer has 
made numerous appearances in media and 
popular culture that features Singapore.The 
Flyer has an overall height of 165 metres 
(541 ft) and was the world's tallest Ferris 
wheel until the167.6 m (550 ft) High Roller, 
which is 2.6 m (9 ft) taller than the Flyer.

(IR). On 8 December 2006, the Singapore
government announced that the consortium
had won the bid. Construction of the theme
park and the rest of the resort started on
19 April 2007. It is the second Universal

Universal Studios Japan in Osaka, and the
first in Southeast Asia. Official plans for the
park were first unveiled to the public when
Universal Studios Singapore released a map
of the entire park on 20 October 2009.
Universal Studios Singapore attracted more
than 2 million visitors in the 9 months from 
its opening.

In 2007, 
Wildlife Interactive Zoo was opened to the 
public. In 2015, pair of white lions, Zola and 
Zuri, were added to the Wildlife Park. In 2016, 
in partnership with Lynton V. Harris, Sunway 
Lagoon announced the addition of "The Ghost
busters Adventure Live!" to its Scream Park. 
SunwayLagoon also unveiled the addition of 
White Tigers to its wildlife family
